Is my business eligible?

The LIF fund is specifically
designed to support a range 
of small and medium size
enterprises (SMEs). The grant 
is aimed primarily at the
manufacturing sector and
associated services. Retail is 
not eligible, but other sectors 
can be considered.

Applicants will need to
demonstrate that a significant
proportion of their activity is
business to business, and that
they have the ability to ‘add
value’ or offer net benefits to the
local economy (e.g. through the
creation of new jobs).
